HEARTLINES, the well-known values education organisation, has launched a digital marketplace where the trading is for good causes.
 
Heartlines’ social networking website, www.forgood.co.za now has a feature where groups or causes can post their needs, and ordinary people, companies and other organisations can help meet those needs.
