Sharing of ideas from another Diocese
The following came through from the Diocese of St Mark the Evangelist but, should global warming continue at its current rate, Johannesburg is predicted to become a malaria area too. The directions for the mosquito trap below would in any event, work on all mozzies and it’s just a mix of water, brown sugar and yeast.    
Cut a plastic bottle in half, keep both parts.
1. Dissolve the brown sugar in hot water in the lower portion of the bottle. 
2. Let it cool down to room temperature.
3. Add yeast. Carbon dioxide will form. (This will attract the mosquitoes).
